English Portfolio
Rationale

Self-learning and self-enhancement is the key to success in acquiring language proficiency. Learning a language cannot be confined to the classroom. The learning experience within a classroom is not enough to help a student gain confidence and the ability to use the language well.
Language learning strategies cannot be directly taught. Learners have to implement the strategies to see whether they work and how they work for different individuals.

The English Portfolio aims at helping students gain a better idea of strategies they may use, efforts they need to exert, expectations of the school and how much they have done to acquire English proficiency.

Objectives:

1. Language learning strategies – The portfolio provides a repertoire of language learning strategies.  It points to the various ways which a student can use to improve his/her English.
2. Record of efforts – This is a collection of a student’ work, showing the efforts of a student’s input in his/her self-learning & self-enhancement;

3. Formative Assessment – The portfolio will be used as a tool for formative assessment – tracking a student’s progress over a period of time;

4. Self-assessment and Reflection – With the review of past submissions and the feedback from others, a student can better understand his/her own input in self-directed learning and development in language proficiency;

5. Peer & Parent Assessment – This can build companionship and increase parental support in learning and language acquisition, and thus help raise a student’s motivation to do better.

6. Self-management skills – The student is to keep an organized record of his/her efforts and to file the completed tasks in the Portfolio regularly.
7. Cater for Learner Diversity – Each student sets and achieves his/her own goals according to individual abilities and aspirations.
